Amend and reenact §§ 22.1-279.8, 23-9.2:9, 32.1-111.3, 32.1-111.11, 44-146.18, and 44-146.19 of the Code of Virginia, relating to ensuring victims' rights in emergency management plans; the Department of Criminal Justice Services and the Virginia Criminal Injuries Compensation Fund to be the lead Coordinating agencies for those individuals determined to be victims.

The State Council of Higher Education and the public and private two-year and four-year institutions of higher learning establishing, operating, and maintaining emergency operations plans need to ensure that their emergency operations plans are developed in accordance with the Commonwealth of Virginia Emergency Operations Plan (COVEOP), and, in particular, the Commonwealth of Virginia Family Assistance Center (FAC) Plan. 
The measure provides in particular that the emergency plans of the institutions and any other required or supporting agencies ensure that the Department of Criminal Justice Services (DCJS) and the Virginia Criminal Injuries Compensation Fund (VCICF) shall be the lead coordinating agencies for those individuals determined to be victims, and the plans shall also contain current contact information for both agencies. In the past there has been some disconnect or misunderstanding regarding this plan coordination function.

This measure is designed to ensure proper coordination among the respective agencies in terms of emergency planning between the State Council of Education for Virginia, Department of Criminal Justice Services, Virginia Criminal Injuries Compensation Fund, and Department of Emergency Management with respect to emergency plans.

Shelters of last resort; immunity.  Provides civil immunity, except in cases of gross negligence or willful misconduct, to persons who own or control property used as a shelter of last resort in response to a disaster. A shelter of last resort is defined as a place of refuge that provides short-term protection for persons who have been displaced by a disaster, but does not necessarily provide life-sustaining services. Such immunity only attaches if a request to use such property as a shelter of last resort was made by the Virginia Department of Emergency Management or a local emergency management organization and a state or local emergency has been or is subsequently declared.

Amend the Code of Virginia by adding a section numbered 38.2-2129 to provide notice regarding earthquake exclusion to ensure that consumers or subscribers are aware that earthquake insurance is excluded from the policy; that earthquake insurance information may be obtained from the insurer.
The Commonwealth of Virginia has not had a history of earthquakes that would cause or generate interest in earthquake insurance coverage. On August 23, 2011, the Commonwealth of Virginia experienced an earthquake with a 5.8 magnitude which major impact was felt primarily in Central Virginia and Louisa County in particular. Since the initial occurrence, central Virginia has been affected by a record 44 aftershocks in excess of 2.0 magnitude.  Significant damages occurred to homes and business in the region with several homes destroyed or that suffered major damage as a result of the earthquake prompting interest in earthquake insurance coverage. 

Hundreds or people and business owners did not have insurance that covered damages as a result of an earthquake. This legislation would encumber insurance providers to notify homeowners and businesses that their insurance policy does not cover damages due to an earthquake, and that the insured may contact his insurer for information on insurance coverage for earthquake-related losses.
