Requirement §201.6(c)(4)(i) from DMA2K:
The plan maintenance process shall include a] section describing the method and schedule of monitoring, evaluating, and updating the mitigation plan within a five-year cycle:  
The local jurisdiction shall describe the how, when, and by whom the plan will be monitored. Monitoring may include periodic reports by agencies involved in implementing projects or activities; site visits, phone calls, and meetings conducted by the person responsible for overseeing the plan; and the preparation of an annual report (s) that captures the highlights of the previously mentioned activities.
RECOMMENDED ACTIONS FOR MONITORING:

· Describe how each jurisdiction will participate in monitoring the plan.

· Identify how and when the plan will be monitored.

· Identify the individual/group/agency that will be in charge of this process.

· Monitoring may include periodic reports by agencies involved in implementing actions; parameters to measure the progress of the actions; and action completion dates (i.e. tracking each participant’s role in carrying out tasks and when these tasks should be completed).
· A project work schedule may be used to identify steps and timelines for implementing mitigation projects.  

· What is the schedule for reports, site visits, phone calls, and meetings as listed in the approved plan? 
· In which way were those listed plans met?
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
