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Summary: A winter storm brought heavy snow, sleet, gusty winds, and ice accumulations to most of Virginia yesterday.
Snow and sleet accumulations of up to nine inches occurred north of the Metro Richmond area, with one to five inches
elsewhere. The storm created hazardous driving conditions throughout much of the state and roads are expected to remain
impacted by ice and snow for several days due to low temperatures.
