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SUMMARY 

During the overnight hours of May 8 and throughout the day 9 May, a storm system moved across the Commonwealth 
generating heavy rain and wind. The Virginia Emergency Operations Center received reports of storm related damage 
from several localities across the Commonwealth. National Weather Service (NWS) Forecast Offices confirmed 
two tornadoes impacted the Commonwealth on 8 May. NWS Sterling confirmed a low end EF 2 tornado 
impacted Stafford County and NWS Blacksburg confirmed an EF 1 tornado impacted Henry County. NWS 
Sterling determined that damage in Spotsylvania County and the City of Fredericksburg was due to straight 
line winds estimated at 100 MPH. NWS Sterling reviewing date and information on storm damage in Nelson 
County and will deploy storm survey team if warranted. No storm related fatalities have been reported and one 
injury was reported in Stafford County.

LOCAL ACTIVITIES 

 
Stafford County: NWS Sterling confirmed a low end EF 2 tornado impacted the England Run North 

Subdivision at approximately 2255 hrs 8 May. Initial damage assessments report 
4 homes destroyed, 62 homes major damage, 62 homes minor damage, 1 church 
damaged and 1 commercial building damaged. Stafford County is utilizing a 
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forward Unified Incident Command EOC at the incident. Disaster Assistance 
Center will be open daily at Fire Station #12, Route 17, 2 miles north of incident, 
from 0800 to 1630 hours until further notice. Approximately 100 residents were 
evacuated on 8 May and a shelter was opened at Gayle Middle School. Residents 
were permitted to reoccupy houses determined to be safe on 9 May and the 
shelter was closed. Stafford County Sheriff’s Department is controlling access to 
impacted area and providing security. Mutual aid assistance is being provided by 
the FBI Quantico, National Capital Region Incident Management Team, District of 
Columbia Fire Department, City of Fredericksburg Fire/EMS and Fairfax County 
Fire/EMS. Homeowners Association scheduled cleanup day for 10 May could be 
hindered by weather. VA Congressman Rob Wittman scheduled to visit and tour 
area on 10 May.  

 
Martinsville, City of: Three people were evacuated and 1 home was flooded. 
 
Danville, City of: 12 people were evacuated, but no reports of flood damage. 
 
Nelson County: The County has reported 2 homes with major damage and people evacuated in the 

area. 
 
Henry/Franklin County: NWS Blacksburg confirmed an EF 1 tornado impacted the area north of Figsboro 

in Henry County and moved north into Franklin County. Franklin County reported 1 
home with damage. 

 
Spotsylvania County: NWS Sterling determined that damage was due to straight line winds estimated at 

100 MPH.  County reported damage to one industrial complex. 
 
Fredericksburg, City of: NWS Sterling determined that damage was due to straight line winds estimated at 

100 MPH.  The City reported damage to one industrial complex.
